They also know the distinction between substantive criminal law and criminal procedure. Students learn to interpret the provisions of criminal law, apply the achievements of the doctrine and jurisprudence of the courts in this regard.

During the lecture problems typical of substantive criminal law are presented, such as the analysis of the offender’s  behaviour from the perspective of  grounds of criminal responsibility and the application of penalties and other sanctions.
